Regular Meeting Minutes


Attendees:

Jack Simoneau, Town of Huntersville, Chair; Lauren Blackburn, Town of Davidson; Andrew Bryant, Lincoln County; Bill Coxe, Town of Huntersville; Linda Dosse, NC Department of Transportation; Bill Duston, Centralina COG; Karen Floyd, Town of Cornelius; Zac Gordon, Town of Huntersville; Kassie Watts, Cabarrus County.
The meeting was opened by Mr. Simoneau and introductions made of all attendees.  Presentations were given by the following staff on issues of importance along the NC 73 Corridor. 
Bill Duston gave an update on Bjorn Hansen and indicated that he was back in the USA having served a tour of duty in Iraq.

Mr. Bryant gave an update on development activity at the NC 73 and NC 16 interchange, with construction having been completed on new Wal-mart and Lowe’s Developments.  He also gave an update on the construction of new NC 16 in Lincoln County.

Ms. Blackburn gave an overview on plans for that stretch of NC 73 in the Town’s Planning Jurisdiction heading west from the Cabarrus County line.  The original NC 73 Plan called for development along the north side of the highway to have a parallel multi-purpose path built alongside the road with development to be located behind the road.  Due to a variety of reasons, both economic and not, the Town has changed their development concept for this portion of the highway to eliminate that multi-purpose path and in lieu have development, both commercial (office/retail) and residential with a well-connected network of roads that would link this area with NC 73 and to other portions of the community.

Bill Coxe gave an update on the widening process of NC 73 between NC 115 and US 21 and presented maps that shows the improvements that are to be made.
A considerable discussion took place on the Northwest Thoroughfare and Vance Road Extension project.  The pro’s and con’s of two alternatives were discussed, each helping to better channel  traffic coming from Vance and Beattie’s Ford Roads onto NC 73 in western Mecklenburg County.

The meeting was adjourned by Mr. Simoneau at around Noon.  A meeting date for the next meeting was not set.
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
